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Someone asked: Baba, my question is that for example it is told in Ramayan that “janam janam
lagi ragar hamari, varahun Shambhu na tu rahahun kunvaari” (I am devoted to him for many
births; I will either wed Shambhu or remain a virgin). So, where and how does this apply?
Baba said: It is applicable to Parvati, who is the soul that causes the entire world to sail across
(the river of vices) and is a soul that especially enables the father of the world to sail across (the
river of vices). “Janam janam lagi ragar hamari” (I am devoted to him for many births) I am
also devoted for 63 births. What? If I choose, if I wed someone as a bridegroom, I will make
only the soul of Shankar as my husband and I will not make any other soul as my husband.
Arey, this world consists of 500-700 crore actors. Out of the 500-700 crore leaves there must be
at least one leaf, one actor, who establishes the relationship of husband or wife with only one
soul in every birth and does not establish the relationship with anyone else. That is the praise of
Parvati. “janam janam lagi ragar hamari, varahun Shambhu na tu rahahun kunvaari’ (I am
devoted to him for many births; I will either wed Shambhu or remain a virgin)
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Someone asked: Baba, it is said, there are seven days, there are seven husbands.

Baba said: Those are just stories.

Someone asked: Baba, does she take only a female form in every birth?

Baba said: No. It is about the soul, which has more sanskars of being a queen, the one, who has
more feminine sanskars, the one, who has more sanskars of being subordinate, the one, who has
more sanskars of remaining under the control of one. It is not about everyone.
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Someone said: [ mean to say whether she takes the form of a woman in every birth?

Baba: She will take more number of births as a woman for which Baba has told that you take
one birth as a woman and one birth as a man. When? In the Golden Age and the Silver Age.
This sequence continues accurately. The balance does not disturb. And after the Silver Age,
when the Copper Age begins, then there are two rules. Some souls can take continuously two
births as a female. Not more than that. And some souls can take two births as a male. Not more
than that. So, there must be some such souls also which take two consecutive births as a woman
and then one birth as a man in the Copper and Iron Ages. And there must be some such souls
also which take two consecutive births as a man and one birth as a woman.
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Someone asked: Otherwise, Baba says that those who remember the Father more in the
Confluence Age become only males, doesn’t he?

Baba said: Yes, so, the number of souls, which remember (the Father) in the Confluence Age
will be greater amongst the beads of Rudramala or among the beads of Vijaymala? Those who
belong to the Vijaymala have not entered the path of knowledge yet. They have not realized at
all. Maya is chasing them like anything. Now she has died. So, even among the beads of
Rudramala, are those who remember (the Father) numberwise or alike? They are numberwise.
There must be one such soul also who remembers (the Father) more than anyone else. So, will
that soul imbibe more masculine sanskars or feminine sanskars? Is a soul male or female?
Nature is female and the soul is male. So, what will the one, who remembers more, become in
maximum number of births? He will become a male, but not in the Golden Age and the Silver
Age. (But) Where (will he become)? In the Copper Age and the Iron Age. It means that the soul
of Prajapita or the soul of Shankar, because of being in remembrance to a greater extent, instills
more masculine sanskars. That is why it can take two (consecutive) births as a male and one
birth as a female. And similarly, the soul of Parvati takes two (consecutive) births as a female
and one birth as a male.

Someone said: So, this is the balance between the two souls.

Baba said: Yes.

Someone said: Then, when the soul returns to the body after being buried in ice, then will it be
aware of the old body?

Baba said: When here in this world, such an accident takes place that one loses the memory of
this birth completely. Suppose, the skull fractured, and after the fracture he is somehow brought
back to life; but the memory of this life is lost completely. So, it is lost even in these small
accidents. (But here) it will be an accident of the entire world. So, will they remember? No.
