It is the couple of
Lakshmi and Narayan. One is called ruup’. And the other is called basant’. The fragrance of
divine qualities emerges. From whom? Does it emerge from the intellectual one or from the one
with a heart (dilwaalaa)? (Student: from the one with a heart.) It comes from the one with a
heart.

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Baba: It means that become corporeal means that you are in body consciousness now. If you are
delivering lecture, you are speaking, if you are working through the karmendriya'?, then it is a
corporeal stage. [Suppose] now we renounced everything through the intellect in a second, we
stopped working even through the karmendriya. Despite the eyes being open, it is as if we fly,
then this world is not visible to us. Where the mind reaches, that is all we attain that stage. So,
you became avyakt (subtle). There are two kinds of avyakt stages. One is the stage of thinking
and churning, the stage of knowledge, the stage of the new world or the stage of the planning of
the new world; that is the subtle stage. And there is one more stage even above it where there is
only the point; [it is] the incorporeal stage. So, become incorporeal in a second; start thinking
and churning in a second; and come in the stage of performing actions through the karmendriya
whenever you wish in a second. These three stages have been mentioned in the avyakt vanis.
You have to practice this every moment. Just now corporeal, just now subtle, just now
incorporeal.

Student: How did this glory begin?

Baba: It is only because people do not understand the knowledge completely in the path of
bhakti. God does not give anything to anyone. God does not take anything from anyone. He just
shows the path. Those who follow that shown path become happy and those who do not follow
the path that God has shown, those who follow the opinion of their mind or those who follow the
opinion of the other human gurus become sorrowful.

Student: So, why did it become applicable to God?

Baba: On the basis of ignorance. When people are ignorant they say like this. Those who are
knowledgeable know: we shall reap whatever we sow. If we do good, we will get good; if we do
bad, we will get bad. What will God do in that? God just shows the path. Whether you follow it
or you don’t, He will show the path. God neither becomes upset with the children who do not
follow [thinking:] that these people did not follow what I said; they did not follow My directions
nor do those who follow bring so much happiness to Him. He knows that it is fixed in the drama
for everyone whether to follow or not. He sees as a detached observer (saakshii). (Concluded.)
