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Time: 0.10-1.35
Student: The second question that he asked was, who are the parents of the Confluence-age
Lakshmi-Narayan, no, of Radha-Krishna? As far as [ remember, I heard in a discussion CD
that the Islam....
Baba: By asking who are the parents of the Confluence-age Radha-Krishna, do you mean to
ask, who are the ones, who give them sustenance?
Student: Yes.
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Baba: The ones who gave sustenance to them in the beginning of the yagya, they will indeed
be those who gave sustenance, the person who accommodated him at his home. Ravish will
be said to be that person.

Student: Ravish.

Baba: Then who else?

Student: I heard it in a discussion CD....

Baba: Revelation took place when he revealed (Confluence Age Krishna). And disservice
took place when he did disservice.

Student: In the same discussion.....
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Baba: Who sowed the seed (of knowledge) in south India? The seed was not sown in the
south of India when Baba tried it, whereas, the service started when Ravish reached there.
Student: I had given them the same reply on the basis of the discussion (CD). Probably, it
was mentioned somewhere in a discussion CD that the seed of Islam religion.....
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Baba: Yashoda and Nand (parents of Krishna who gave sustenance to him after being
released from the clutches of Kansa), will they be called videshi or swadeshi?

Student: Videshi.

Baba: Do they belong to the Yadav dynasty or are they Indians?

Student: They belong to the Yadav dynasty.

Baba: They are Yaduvanshi (of the Yadav dynasty).
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Time: 1.37-2.35

Student: And Anil bhai has raised a question that who are the heir-quality souls?

Baba: Even otherwise, it is said for Bharat in (the epic) Ramayan, ‘Bharat, vishwa bharan
poshan kar joi, ta kar naam Bharat as hoi.” The one who sustains (nourishes) the world. If
not the world, at least he sustained nourished) the seed-form soul. He became Bharat.
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Student: It has been asked on BKInfo, who will be called as the heir quality souls? Is it the 9
lakh (900 thousand) souls or 16000 or 108 souls?

Baba: Will the 9 lakhs be called (the souls) of the subject category or of heir quality? The
heir quality souls should receive the inheritance of kingship. Do the nine lakh (souls) receive
the inheritance?

Student: So, are they 108?

Baba: All the 16108 have been mentioned to be of heir quality. If they become Prince and
Princess even in one birth out of the 21 births, then they did take birth in the royal family.
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Time: 2.55-7.05

Student: And one more thing is that they also stress upon and keep saying that if Shiv started
giving the advance knowledge in 1976, then why didn’t they start calling the corporeal
person as Baba from 1976 itself, the PBKs. After about 12 years...

Baba: A child takes birth. Does a child start uttering Baba-Baba as soon as he takes birth? A
small child grows up. It takes time for him to become intelligent, doesn’ it?
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Student: Yes.
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Baba: Does the knowledge fit into the intellect firmly? Does it require some time to make the
knowledge firm in the intellect, or not? This dispute continued for a long time. Three sisters
of Andhra (Pradesh) came (in the advance knowledge) in the year 1986. Anuradha,
SuryaPrabha and Kamala. Kamala posted a letter on the very first day, “Mummy, why do
you call Baba as ‘bhaisaab’ (brother or Sir)?

Student: He was narrating these things on the internet.
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Baba: Look, children are teaching the mother. The mother is swadeshi, the child is videshi.
She (Kamala) is sitting at home ever since she surrendered. But she is not leaving the
knowledge. It is she who narrated knowledge to Anuradha and Suryaprabha too. She is very
sharp in knowledge. She is Yuvraj’s (a PBK brother) sister. The daughter is narrating
knowledge to the mother who is called as the deity (devi) of speech. Arey, will any
Brahmakumari be able to defeat Mummy in knowledge?

Student: No.
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Baba: Hum? No Brahmakumari can defeat her (bari mamma) in the knowledge. Will those
who are following the advance knowledge defeat her? They too cannot defeat her, but that
daughter is so sharp that the day she was born (spiritually), she posted the letter. Well,
Mummy became cross with her from that day. (Baba laughed) She started addressing him
(Baba) as Baba, Baba, Baba as soon as she came.

Student: Sister Kamala?

Baba: Yes. Those who came with her started calling (him) Baba as well. Ultimately,
Mummy too had to accept defeat and say (Baba as Baba).
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Student: Sister Shanta (a PBK sister) was telling that the people of a party which had come
from Karnataka started addressing (Baba) as Baba.

Baba: No. It is wrong. Those who were in the party from Karnataka must have said, but
nobody confronted Mummy.

Student: This Sister Kamala confronted Mummy.

Baba: Yes. She wrote a letter and sent it directly to Mummy.

Student: Then after her, did the other sisters started confronting her (Mummy) as well?
Baba: (Mummy) should have replied: there are two beads of the rosary of Rudra; they are
brothers among themselves. So, if I call him ‘bhaisaab’, what is wrong in my saying so? The
personality who was there at the beginning of the yagya is our Baba. She should have
explained it like this.
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Second Student: It means that this is an act of videshis, isn’t it?

Baba: What?

Second Student: To confront Mummy.

Baba: Is it confrontation? If someone speaks the truth, is it called confrontation? Does it
mean, those who confront are videshis? What is this?

Second Student: No Baba, but when you yourself said that it was not wrong on the part of
Mummy to call Baba as ‘bhaisaab’ (brother).
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Baba: Someone is required in a corporeal form. Mummy will be in the intoxication that I
have narrated to Baba in the beginning of the yagya. So, I am Baba’s mother as well.
Otherwise, how was Prajapita created? How did he (Baba) become Prajapita without
becoming a Brahmin? Narrating and listening is not a big deal. The big deal is to understand
through the intellect and to explain.

Student: And he also asked, who will be called vyakt (manifest) Brahma and avyakt
(unmanifest) Brahma?

Baba: Vyakt Brahma is the one who was alive, in a body.

Student: Dada Lekhraj?

Baba: He left his body and became avyakt Brahma. When the avyakt Brahma enters (in
Gulzar Dadi) he is called avyakt Brahma.

Student: It is Dada Lekhraj, isn’t it?

Baba: When the soul of Dada Lekhraj enters Shankar, even so he is called avyakt Brahma,
Bapdada. Even when he enters in Gulzar Dadi he is Avyakt Bapdada. He enters in Gulzar
Dadi with a subtle body. He enters there (in Prajapita) with a seed-form stage. There are a lot
of misunderstandings. The more the intelligence the more the misunderstandings.
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Second student: When we use our intellect more, the misunderstandings will increase. We
should surrender our intellect.

Baba: They will accept 99 percent issues. The intellect will keep thinking about just one
percent of the issues. It will keep expanding the issues.

Student: He has asked one more question, when Shiv started narrating Murlis through Dada
Lekhraj, who is a temporary chariot, in 1947, at that time Brahma Dada Lekhraj did not need
to attend the seven days course or the furnace (bhatti) in order to know his part. But

Baba: The need to know his part; his part fits into his intellect slowly. It is not as if his part
fitted in his intellect immediately. It took so much time, from the year 1947 and ultimately, it
was in 1953, with the opening of the Kamalnagar center (in Delhi) that he announced the
name of Brahmakumari Vidyalay. Why not before that? Four and three, it took seven years.
Only when he developed a faithful intellect, he made the declaration. As long as he did not
have a faithful intellect, he could not announce.
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Student: He is asking, when Shiv and Krishna started entering the body of the soul of Ram
after 1969, then the appointed chariot......

Baba: After 1969?

Student: After Dada Lekhraj left his body.

Baba: Yes.

Student: He is asking, why did the appointed chariot require undergoing the bhatti or basic
course for seven days?

Baba: Seven days basic course. It will be called a basic course only when someone explains
to him. When they were unable to explain; neither the junior sister nor the senior sister
explained to him, they put the entire responsiblitiy on Ramesh bhai of Calcutta saying that he
will come and you take the answers to your questions through him. Will it be called a weekly
course? Will it be called the force of the course? If someone is not able to convince within
seven days, will it be called a (seven days) course?
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Student: So, then he was asking another question in this regard.

Baba: Will it be said that the seed was sown? The seed was not sown at all. Seed means the
seed of knowledge, an understanding. Did the topic fit in the intellect? They were not able to
explain to him. Yes, (please proceed).

Student: So, on the same basis he is asking one more question, who did the course at that
time? Did the soul of Brahma do the course through the appointed chariot or did the soul of
Ram do the course?

Baba: Which course?

Student: The basic course that the appointed chariot did in 1969...

Baba: For the sake of saying, for the sake of showing to the world, it was Vedanti, who did it.
Student: No, no. I am not asking, who gave the course; I mean to ask ‘who did the course’?
Baba: Vedanti did the course.

Student: No, no, who took the course? Who attended the bhatti — was it the soul of Krishna
or the soul of Ram?

Baba: During the course, just this topic was raised, Shiv is a point. There is our benefit if we
become constant in the point-form stage. And this is the foundation in the basic knowledge.

Student: So, the soul of Ram took that course.

Baba: Yes.

Student: Not the soul of Krishna.

Baba: Why will the soul of Krishna take (the course)? He is called Shankar only when all the
three souls come together (in one body). Why did you bring the moon in between?

Baba: When is he (i.e. the soul of Ram) called Shankar? Then Shankar should have been in
existence since 1969 itself.

Baba: Will He (the Supreme soul) become benevolent or non-benevolent without the body?
Student: Through the body.

Baba: Hum? For a child is the father first or the husband? Children were born. A son and a
daughter were born.

Student: One more thing is that, the documents related to the beginning of the history of the
yagya which have been found, we have come to one more thing in it that there is no mention
of Shiv in the beginning. For example, there is no mention of Shiv anywhere in this document
of 1942.

Second student: What did they decide in that meeting?

Student: Yes, it can be known. For example, the forum of BKInfo has been read by about 5
lakh (500 thousand) people so far and even in that there are separate PBK and BK Sections
where we keep posting two pages each of the Murlis, clarification Murlis, discussions, etc. of
advance knowledge daily.

Baba: The questions are not solved; they impose their own will, they act forcefully, we have
to do like this only. We are not bound to reply your questions. Get out. Just as gurudom (the
rule of the gurus) is going on in the world, similarly gurudom (the rule of the gurus) is going
on (there), completely.

Student: They do not follow the shrimat too. Now just as they have built the shakti stambh
(tomb) of Dadi Prakashmani there, so, they have uploaded all those photos in it (i.e. the
website) to show how they are spreading the path of worship. They had started building it a
year ago. On the first death anniversary, they inaugurated it and they have displayed a photo
of Dadi of a size bigger than the room (near the tomb) and they have garlanded it and have
kept a seven-eight feet high lamp, the lamps that the Hindus use for worship. They prepared a
lamp like that and kept it (near the huge photograph). So, looking at all this...when the
foreigners see such pictures, they immediately understand that just bhakti is going on here.

Baba: So, explain to them that listening and narrating has taken place in the Murlis.

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Baba: No, we have to do thinking and churning for ourselves. We should not think of the
others (parchintan). We have to think of the self (swachintan). We have to dig out, explore
our 84 births. Churning is for that. (Instead) we think of the others. Thinking of others leads
to expansion. Essence is then lost in the expansion. If we are not able to bring out the

essence, then we will not be able to explore our 84 births as well. Will those, who are unable
to explore (the 84 births), lag behind, or will they go ahead? Those who are busy thinking of
the others, those who have gone into much expansion, and those who have stopped thinking
of the self are going into expansion.
