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the world father for such a long period, the one who has been coloured by his company, 

becomes so weak that she becomes entangled by those who follow the basic knowledge? Can 

it be possible that those who follow the basic knowledge take her under their control?

Student: Baba, it has been mentioned in an Avyakta Vani that the specialty of the double 

foreigners is that firstly they like to organize conference and secondly they like to eat double 

bread, Baba, what does it mean in an unlimited sense? 

Baba: It means, Baba has said that they like to eat only double bread; it means, one is to 

drink and one is to chew properly and eat something. The thing that you drink is knowledge. 

What do you have to drink? Knowledge. And do you have to eat?

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Baba: What was the maximum number of clothes in the beginning of the yagya? There were 

300-400 clothes. Those 300-400 clothes were put on the back of the donkey and brought to 

which place till now, i.e. by (19)68? Till where were they brought? They were brought to 

such a laundry about which it is famous that maximum number of clothes are washed in the 

river Ganga (the Ganges). And as regards the old Ganga; what? It is called ‘burhi Ganga’ 

(the aged Ganga). The place where the river Ganga keeps flowing, after flowing through that 

place for a long time, it creates deep pits; then later on it changes its course and goes 2-5 

kilometers away; so, it is a similar case in Kampil. There is an old Ganga too, where there are 

pits; they are filled with water when Ganga is flooded. As for the rest it flows 2-4 kilometers 

away. So, the pits which are filled with water; the washermen make it their laundry 

(dhobighats). Among those washermen of Farrukhabad, there is a washerman who has set his 

hut (matiya) near Draupadi Kund (at Kampil village) and his name is Kapil Muni (sage Kapil 

of Hindu mythology fame). What is the name coined? Kapil Muni. The town Kampil was 

established on his name. What? The Kampil town. Where does a washerman practice his 

occupation more? He practices it on the ghat (riverbank) only. His home, temple was built on 

the banks of that ghat. Now that temple is ruined. What? The task must have finished, so the 

temple was ruined. When the task was going on at a fast pace at Kampil, that temple was also 

standing. So, those 300-400 clothes were washed in the past too and even now the task of 

washing is going on; and who is the washerman?

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number? Four fifty thousand clothes are to be washed. When dhobis wash their clothes, they 

raise a furnace (bhatti). What?

Baba: Yes, before putting the clothes in the furnace, the clothes are properly… they bring 

mud from fields, the mud of body consciousness and they mix them properly in it and after 

mixing they put them in the furnace. After removing from the furnace, they load them on the 

donkey and then where do they take them? They take them to the ghat (river banks). There 

the dhobi washes them and especially the dhobis of that place chant a mantra while washing 

the clothes; what? If they do not chant the mantra, those clothes will not be washed. Their 

mantra is ‘chi, O Ram, chi, O Ram’. You can go and see them washing clothes even now.

He is defamed a lot through the beatings of words but he is not affected 

by those defamation. In this way, this part is now of a rhinoceros; what part was it earlier? It 

was a lion’s part.

The soul of Brahma, the moon of knowledge, which plays the fairest role, [whose] 

memorial has been made: [First] Shyam (dark) and then sundar (fair). So, when it plays the 

dark role in the end, does it have a corporeal body in practical or a subtle body? The 

corporeal body in practical is itself praised. Which body is it? Which is that corporeal body in 

practical in which the soul of the Moon of knowledge Brahma plays that part. It is Mahakali. 

The moon is shown on the forehead of Mahakali as well. That is a memorial of the degraded 

stage. Shankarji tolerates that Mahakali on his chest. Where does he tolerate her? 

Student: On his chest. 

Baba: Yes, because the Moon is the sirmaur (crown); when the Moon is a sirmaur, so, the 

one in whom the moon will enter is also a sirmaur; so, who is the sirmaur of a lion? It has 

been named as which ‘aanchal’ (area)? Uttaranchal (a state carved out by the division of 

U.P.). Which is the capital of Uttaranchal? Deh rahaa doon (Dehradoon). What? Doon means 

two times; rahaa means was; deh means body consciousness. The one who has twice the 

amount of body consciousness. The lion will have one time (body consciousness) and 

Dehradoon will have twice the amount of body consciousness. So, will the fight continue in 

the world of Brahmins till the end or will it end? The fight will continue till the end. What

The same 

soul … in the end… in order to destroy the demons in the world of Brahmins; will those 

demons belong to Christianity, Islam or any other religion? They will be souls of which 

religion? It will clash with the souls of Christianity, with the souls of Islam and will destroy 

the demonic world within the world of Brahmins. This daughter is telling her name to be the 

senior mother. Now you have to think as to who she is? 
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Student: It is the senior mother only. 

Baba: She is confirming that it can be the senior mother only and none else. Will you not

Student: So, Baba, does the soul of Ram play the part of Guru Govind Singh? 

Baba: This is not logical. The Jains copied Hinduism; so, will all the good parts among the 

Jains be played only by the soul of Ram? Arey, one or two may be his part. For example, they 

said Mahavir. How many teerthankars are [famous] among the Jains? Twenty four. Among 

the 24 teerthankars… as the beginning so the end. In the beginning it is Aadidev, 

Vrishabhdev, he is called Aadinath and in the end it is Mahavir. So, that is possible. Now if 

you say that all the parts are played by him; that is not possible. In this way, the Jains have 

copied the Hindus. How many incarnations are famous among Hindus? 24 incarnations. So, 

how many incarnations did the Jains show? They have shown 24 incarnations. Among the 

Hindus the entire kaalchakra (time cycle) was divided into four parts. The Golden Age, the 

Silver Age, the Copper Age, the Iron Age. The Jains thought, if we also divide [the time 

cycle] into four parts someone will say that we have copied it [from the Hindus], so they 

divided it into six parts. What? The Jains have divided the complete time cycle into six parts. 

They described three parts as heaven, just as the Hindus consider the two ages to be like 

heaven and the remaining two ages to be like hell. Similarly, Jains described three parts 

(aaras) as heaven and the remaining three parts… they told it to be hell.

Arey, who is the beautiful bead, 

sumeru? Arey, is it someone in the rosary or not? Arey, the soul of Ram. Sumeru. He 

(Vindhyachal) had a fight with him. Sumeru said, I am taller and Vindhyachal said, I am 

taller. So, Vindhyaachal; what does vindhya mean? The word Vindhya means beendhna, to 

entangle[someone]. beendhna means to entangle[someone] or to become entangled. The one 

who spreads so much darkness in the world that everybody’s intellect becomes entangled. 

When the part of Mahakali is played, will the intellect of the nice Brahmins be entangled or 

will it become free? It will become entangled. Now the ordinary Brahmakumaris are playing 

the part of defamation; what? So much destruction of truth is taking place when they are 

indulging in ordinary defamation. And when their mother emerges, when [the mother] of the 

Brahmakumaris, of the Chandravanshis (those who belong to the Moon dynasty) emerges, 

such a fierce destruction will take place.
